Editors rough summary of Lainz and Chrtkeva-Zertova's papers.

The two species L. uliginosus and L. pedunculatus are distinct.

Lainz agrees with Chrtkova-Zertova who separates the species as follows:
L. uliginosus is an European species with a subatlantic range, distributed
throughout the greater part of Europe and in North-West Afriea. L.

pedunculatus is a west=Mediterranean endemic species with range limited

to Fasc and South Spain.
This view disagrees with that of Janchen (1963; Catalogus Florae
Austriae, I, Tell: Pteridophyten und Anthophyten. Springer-Verlag,

Wein) who considers the two entities to be the same and L. pedunculatus

as the walid name.
